All pupils will receive a special certificate to mark their achievements and they have been invited to attend 
an award ceremony and private view at the Royal College of Art with their families. The artist Humphrey 
Ocean and the Rector of the Royal College of Art, Professor Christopher Frayling will present the prizes.
