15" Annual Exhibition of Young Art in aid of Cancer Research UK

‘Everyday Life’ is this year’s theme for the 15" annual ‘Young Art’ exhibition in aid of Cancer Research UK.
Over 3,000 entries were received and 650 art works have been selected for this fund raising exhibition.

Eleven pupils from James Allen’s Girls’ School have been selected for this year's exhibition at the Royal
College of Art in Kensington. For the first time in 2005, 160 of the selected works from South London schools
will also be shown at the Dulwich Picture Gallery.

Imogen Faris has won 3" prize in the junior category. Helen Pearce was Highly Commended by the London
Sketch Club and both Emma Elston and Alice Milner were Highly Commended by Professor Sir Christopher
Frayling. Harriet Jenkins was also Highly Commended.

Other works selected for this prestigious exhibition are by Juliet Hogarth, Vasiliki Manou-Stathopoulou,
Simona Heinonen, Anne Leonard, Fahima Choudhury and Cicely Farrer.

The selection includes a variety of media, including painting, drawing, textiles and printmaking.

All pupils will receive a special certificate to mark their achievements and they have been invited to attend an
award ceremony and private view at the Royal College of Art with their families. The artist Humphrey Ocean
and the Rector of the Royal College of Art, Professor Christopher Frayling will present the prizes. Postcards
have been made of all the works selected and these will be on sale to raise funds during the exhibition. Young
Art has raised over £300,000 for Cancer Research UK.
