All work starts with observation.

With each particular medium the aesthetic elements
are introduced:

LINE, SHAPE, TONE, COLOUR, FORM, PATTERN
AND TEXTURE.

A large percentage of the time is spent seriously
experimenting and exploring the possibilities of each
medium. The pupil is shown how to logically record
the outcome of the experiments for future reference,
i.e. organized colour and tonal charts. This
information will prove extremely valuable when
making a major or concluding piece of work when the
media is 'put into practice'. Throughout each project
the experimentation and the conclusion will be
related specifically to an aesthetic element. Rules
concerning appropriate uses and mixing of media
can and should be broken. The importance of
drawing and observation continues to be stressed
throughout the year.
