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SAFEGUARDING (CHILD PROTECTION) POLICY

INTRODUCTION
This policy is applicable to all pupils in the school, including those in the EYFS.

For the purposes of this policy the ‘School’ includes James Allen’s Girls’ School, James Allen’s Junior School, JAGS
Community Enterprises (JCE), James Allen’s Saturday School Performing Arts (JASSPA) and South London Youth
Orchestra SLYO. The school is committed to providing a safe and secure environment for children (anyone under
the age of 18, but including all 6th Form students), staff and visitors and promoting a climate where children and
adults will feel confident about sharing any concerns which they may have about their own safety or the well- being
of others. We aim to safeguard and promote the welfare of children by protecting them from maltreatment;
preventing impairment of children’s mental or physical health or development; ensuring that children grow up in
circumstances consistent with the provision of safe and effective care; and taking action to enable all children to
have the best outcomes. The school always considers the best interests of the child.
